"Territories and Identities in the Balkans" Summer School

Florence, 18-24 September 2000

The post-cold-war period in the Balkans has been characterized by the redefinition of territorial identities. This process (far from complete) poses a twofold question to researchers:

· What is the role of intellectuals, of academics, and of the social sciences in south-eastern Europe in this realignment (orchestration of various disciplines, from history to linguistics, from demography to political science)?

· How are we to explain, or alleviate, the misalignments or difficulties for Western European social sciences, and grasp the often violent changes in the region (the reversal or failure of democratic transitions, the construction of nation States and so on)?

These facts amply justify the need to plan multidisciplinary reflection on the Balkans, in the context of a doctoral summer school open to Western and South-eastern European researchers.

INFORMATION

· The summer school will be held in the European University Institute in Florence from the 18th to the 24th of September 2000.

· Travel and accommodation expenses will be covered by the organizers.

· The summer school is open to doctoral students regardless of age or nationality.

· Candidates should have a sound knowledge of English and/or French.

SCHEDULE FOR THE SUMMER SCHOOL

The summer school will be organized in the following manner.

· Daily methodology presentations on the different disciplinary fields, given by the instructors staffing the doctoral summer school on the basis of their research.

· Five daily workshops directed by a tutor. The students will be divided into five groups depending on their area of research.

1. History, Historiography and the politics of identity.

2. Religion, national identity and the legitimization of policies.

3. Issues of demography in the Balkans.

4. The transition to democracy and the construction of homogeneous nation States (compatibility or contradiction).

5. Changes in the regional and international environment.

· Contributions by specialist scholars.
